Before taking on her current senior role in Massachusetts local

government, she was the Director of Recreational Therapy for the Whitney Academy in Massachusetts, in this

senior role, Christin developed many innovative therapeutic activities and programs with which she assisted

youth to develop internal emotional and trauma-management skills through activity and movement

strategies.

Internationally renowned, Christin has trained and supervised across America, Europe, Scandinavia, Australia

and the UK. She has played a major coaching role in the Special Olympics, being chosen as the 2016 Coach

of the Year for Special Olympics of Massachusetts, and in 2018, was selected as Head Athletics Coach to

participate in the National USA SO Games in Seattle, Washington. In 2019 she was inducted into the Special

Olympics Hall of Fame.
